The 
moment times get tough—as they are today—grabbing new        
business becomes focus.  That couldn't be more wrong.  Small    
business expert Neile King, VP, Smart Online, points out it costs 
twice as much to gain a new customer as it does to hold on to an 
existing one.  He adds there are some proven actions any small 
business can take to ensure a customer stays a customer. 
1.  Provide a Progress Report– Show your customer or client the 
work you have been doing and the results you’ve achieved.  By   
giving them something they can read and react to, questions are 
answered and suspicions erased.
